102 | Lustau, San Emilio | Pedro Ximenez | Spain, Jerez | Bottle 75cl £74 | 125ml £20
Super-concentrated flavours of raisins and figs. Ebony coloured and lusciously sweet. Velvety and soft on the palate it retains a
perfect balance and long finish.

103 | Royal Tokaji, Blue Label, 5 Puttonyos | Furmint, Harslevelii & Muscat | Hungary, Tokaj |
Bottle 50cl £98 | 125ml £26.50
Irresistible dessert wine with apricot, honey, orange marmalade and sweet spice notes.

104 | Quinta De La Rosa Ruby Reserve | Portugal | Bottle 50cl £46 | 50ml £5.25
Smooth and ripe with jammy black brambles, great depth and smooth tannins, and like all La Rosa Ports, it is not too sweet. Fresh
and light-hearted. It is natural with salted nuts or dark chocolate and does not require decanting.

105 | Sandeman, Tawny, 10 Year Old | Portugal | Bottle 75cl £69.50 | 50ml £5.95
Pale in colour and light in body, the nose opens with aromas of vanilla and raisins. On the palate, there is a great balance between
fresh fruit flavours and more complex, spicy flavours from oak ageing. The finish is fresh and long lasting.

106 | Dalva Dry White, 10 Year Old | Portugal | Bottle 75cl £80 | 50ml £7.25
Elegant aroma reminiscent of ripe tangerine, with delicate almond nuances. The rich nutty palate is full-bodied with a fresh acidity.

107 | Dalva Colheita 1995 | Portugal | Bottle 75cl £99 | 50ml £9
Notes of citrus peel, black tea and gingerbread on the nose. Full bodied, with flavours of caramel and praline in the mouth. Lively
and intense finish.



110 | Amelia Chardonnay 'Quebrada Seca Vineyard' 2022 | Chardonnay | Chile, Limari Valley | £135
Crystalline, brilliant, light yellow in colour, with complex, multi-layered with aromas of white flowers and pears, with a
predominance of mineral notes. Refreshing with an excellent combination of structure and minerality with a very
attractive salinity on the long, fresh finish.

111 | Trimbach Riesling 'Cuvee Frederic Emile' 2018 | Riesling | France, Alsace | £160
It has wonderfully deep, enticing aromas of candied lemons, lime marmalade, quince, pineapple, chamomile and
honey. Its fabulously satisfying, rich texture in the mouth is kept fresh by zesty acidity and enlivened by intriguing
notes of beeswax, pine forest, pineapple and lemon. The wealth of fruit character creates an impression of sweetness,
however it is in fact pretty much bone dry.

112 | Vincent & Francis Jouard Chassagne-Montrachet 2021| Chardonnay | France, Burgundy | £160
Based out of their ancestral estate at Chassagne Montrachet, brothers Vincent and Francois Jouard each take responsibility for one
half of Domaine Vincent & Francois Jouard's winemaking process. Grown sustainably on old vines, the Chardonnay grapes that give

the Chassagne-Montrachet Vieilles Vignes 2021 vintage its ripe citrus and orchard fruit aroma farmed with the utmost respect for
the terroir. The resulting wine is full-bodied with brisk acids and a mouth-watering finish.

113 | Batar, Agricola Querciabella | Chardonnay & Pinot Blanc | Italy, Tuscany | £185
The Batar is one of the most appreciated Italian wines. Laced with hints of tangerine oil, jasmine, spice and pear. Light tropical
accents appear later adding gorgeous nuance throughout. Terrific freshness and plenty of style. Tasty, creamy and warm. Kissed
with a final note of saffron.

114 | Bouchard Meursault, Premier Cru ‘Perrieres’ 2011 | Chardonnay | France, Burgundy | £240
Aromas of fresh citrus and acacia flowers, subtly underlined by mineral notes and gentle wood. Full-bodied and rich, with a
refreshing brightness. Crisp and fruity aftertaste.

115 | Bouchard Chevalier Montrachet Grand Cru 2015 | Chardonnay | France, Burgundy | £425
Distinguished bouquet, with floral and fruit aromas as well as a toasted note. Complex and rich, without the least heaviness, this
wine is elegance itself

116 | Vina Arana Gran Reserva 2016 | Tempranillo | Spain, Rioja | £125
The nose show complex aromas of plums, red cherries and strawberries with nuances of vanilla, cinnamon and a delicate cigar box
with tea leave-like herbal notes. In the glass, the more savoury aromas of undergrowth, porcini mushroom, cured meat and a
balsamic touch are simply beautiful. The palate feels fresh with well balanced, tannins are perfectly integrated spices all in
wonderful harmony. Blackcurrants, wild strawberries and cherries intermingle with toasty notes of coffee bean and sweet spices,
lingering on the palate that takes on to an earthy forest floor expression with a very long finish.

117 | Amelia 'Quebrada Seca Vineyard' 2022 | Pinot Noir | Chile, Limari Valley | £145
Light ruby red in colour. Complex and multi-layered, with a predominance of red cherry notes and a hint of black tea
leaf. Refreshing, with an excellent combination of structure and minerality and a long, fresh finish.

119 | Concha Y Toro Don Melchor 2019 | Cabernet Sauvignon & Cabernet Franc | Chile, Central Valley | £260
Very scented and aromatic with black currant, sweet tobacco, and a Spanish cedar character. Full-bodied with ultra-
fine tannins give it structure on the palate and bring fruit and other flavours for a lasting finish.

121 | Yalumba, The Caley 2013 | Cabernet Sauvignon & Shiraz| Australia, Coonawarra | £320
Only the second release of Yalumba’s flagship wine. Strikingly dynamic tannins are what distinguish it. Juicy plum and berry
compote notes complemented by a lovely lick of smoky vanilla. Complex, seamless and quietly powerful.
